program expectations for Pta student applicants

· Ability to self evaluate and make changes necessary to succeed as a PTA.

· Ability to recognize own limitations in regards to studying and performing tasks required for PTA.

· Physical skills such as: bending, kneeling, crouching, reaching, lifting, pulling, walking, coordinated movement with some quickness, and moving persons/objects from one location to another.

· Mental skills such as: listening, visual assessment, emotional stability, palpation assessment (touch), smell recognition, verbal and non-verbal communication to clients and peers, and clear written communication skills.

· Ability to be efficient with your time and prioritize course work and clinical work so as to complete tasks on time.

· Ability to separate personal and professional lives.

· Ability to recognize others reactions to your speech, actions, or physical being.

· Ability to think and problem solve in a short period of time to keep clients safe and secure.

· Ability to give and accept feedback nondefensively; then make changes based on this feedback.

· Ability to exercise and model wellness and fitness to peers and clients.

· Ability to word process on a computer, navigate the Internet, utilize email and mail to instructors and peers.

· Ability to cooperate and coordinate with other workers to complete tasks in a timely manner.
