Colby Community College (CCC) — Cafeteria Replacement Furniture
RFP (Submission deadline is 12 p.m. CDT on 11 March 2022)

Overview and Background:

Colby Community College is located in the northwest corner of Kansas, approximately 50 miles
from the Colorado and Nebraska borders. The college was established in 1964; it is a dynamic
institution of more than 1,900 students. In addition to a main campus of approximately 60 acres,
CCC operates a 60-acre Agricultural Center for students to use as a hands-on laboratory and training
facility.

The CCC cafeteria is located on the main campus inside the Student Union. Currently, there is a

substantial amount of non-matching furniture in the cafeteria that is not conducive for social
distancing or efficient cleaning.

Project Goals:

CCC is seeking competitive, sealed bids in order to purchase replacement furniture with anti-
microbial characteristics for efficient cleaning, and to provide a consistent feel across campus.

Scope of Work:

The selected vendor will be responsible for delivering and assembling the following pieces of
furniture as outlined below.

CCC Responsibilities:

e (CCC will provide a staging area where the furniture may be assembled in the Student Union.
e (CCC will be responsible for disposing of the current furniture.
e (CCC will be responsible for the electrical drops.

Vendor Responsibilities:

e The vendor is responsible for verifying counts of furniture.

e The vendor is responsible for providing written manufacturer warranty information and
product specification sheets from the manufacturer for products specified.

e The vendor should provide a description of how its furniture selection will benefit CCC’s
goal of a campus with a matched blending of furniture types.

e The vendor is responsible for providing a realistic documented timeline that encompasses at
a minimum the following areas: ordering, receiving, verifying, delivery, and installation. (For
consistency purposes, CCC is requesting that vendors provide a Gantt chart or something
similar to it.)

e The vendor will coordinate and finalize finish selections upon the award of the contract.

e The vendor will only offer pieces of furniture that have hard and soft floor surface options in
both glides and casters. The vendor must document/note soft caster and soft glide upcharges
on the product specification sheet.

e The vendor is responsible for delivering the furniture to the CCC campus.
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e The vendor is responsible for building and installing the pieces of furniture per manufacturer
guidelines.

e The vendor must place the furniture according to the layout of the cafeteria, and the final
product must be structurally sound and delivered free of any blemish.

e The vendor is responsible for disposing of all trash and packaging associated with the
delivered furniture.

Preferences/General Specifications:

e Furniture must have antimicrobial characteristics: Table tops must be High Pressure Laminate
(HPL) and all fabric and vinyl must have at least 100,000 double-rub durability.

e The Appendix illustrates the overall concept CCC is looking for and contains an example of
specifications that will meet the requirements of CCC.

e CCCis open to vendor recommendations regarding the design, manufacturer, model, and exact
specifications for the proposed furniture; minimal layout modifications will be considered.

Project Timeline:

The furniture proposed MUST be delivered to CCC and installed on or before 30 June 2022. If you
are not able to meet or exceed this deadline, please provide a timeline that you are able to
accommodate.

Submission of Proposals:

Respondents to this RFP must submit their sealed proposal — by hand or email — no later than 12
p.m. CDT, 11 March 2022, to Bill Hancock, located in Thomas Hall (CCC’s Main Campus), or

bill. hancock@colbycc.edu. *The proposals will be opened by the Vice President of Business Affairs,
Vice President of Academic Affairs, and the Director of Special Projects.

Anticipated Selection Schedule:

All submitted proposals will be reviewed and evaluated, then CCC will make a recommendation to
the Board of Trustees (BOT) for a decision; the BOT meeting will be held on 21 March 2022. The
selected vendor will be notified within 24 hours after a recommendation has been approved by the
BOT.

Elements of Proposal:

A submission should, at a minimum, include the following elements:

1. Written manufacturer warranty information and product specification sheets from the
manufacturer for products specified.

Sub-Contracted Work (if applicable):

If any of the scope of the project will be outsourced to a third party, the vendor name and work to be
completed must be included in the proposal. CCC reserves the right to request a different sub-
contracted company.

Proof of General Liability Insurance:
Each vendor must include proof of current general liability insurance as a part of the proposal. The
policy coverage should have a minimum of $1,000,000 aggregate coverage.

Performance Bond (if applicable):
Pursuant to CCC institutional policies, all construction related projects greater than $100,000 will
require the vendor to purchase and provide proof of a performance bond for the entire project.

CLOSED BASE:

Frame: 5/4” and 4/4” thick hardwood, glued corner blocks and stapled reinforcements at all
stress points.

Sinuous type springs are 9 gauge on 3-1/2” centers, secured with non-squeak ‘E” clips and
stable nails. Fill to consist of 2” thick polyester fiber, 1-1/4” thick foam, woven
polypropylene and Lantuck Pads. 9-gauge springs have two fiber-coated steel wire stabilizer
bars running length of each seat. Seat rails are band sawed out so when sat in you will not
bottom out. The seats are removable. The seats are then covered in a heavy-duty contract
grade vinyl material.

Smooth, channeled or tufted 2” thick layer of foam, over hardwood frame with wood
backing. The backs are then covered in a contract grade fabrics or heavy-duty contract vinyl
materials.

Four to Eight inches high, 4/4” wood, with support stringers, glued corner blocks and stapled
reinforcements at all stress points and then covered with extra tough vinyl.

HPL—High Pressure Laminate grade designed to provide resistance to wear, heat, stains,
impact in decorative surface applications. NO Vertical Grade Laminates allowed. Tabletops
sealed with a backer sheet on the underside. Backer sheet allows for greater holding power
for attachment to base. Tops applied under heat and pressure by means of a hot press
machine (NOT Cold Pressed).

Tops consist of an 1-1/8’ thick contract grade core stock material with a density of 4.5 Ibs.
per square foot. Core stock is fine flake particle board which is a premium product and will
not allow imperfections to show through when laminate is applied under heat and pressure.

Black Wrinkle, Cast Iron bases with Adjustable Glides. Steel columns are to be 4” diameter
16-gauge material.
